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Article 1 - Principle behind the competition

The second Performance Awards are being organised in
November 2010 at équipbaie métalexpo which will take place at
Paris Porte de Versailles from 16 to 19 November 2010. The aim
of the Performance Awards is to single out the best technical
innovations in each field of the windows and related equipment
sector as well as in all uses of metals in construction.

Article 2 - Conditions of entry

Only équipbaie métalexpo 2010 exhibitors are permitted to
enter products in the competition.

To be accepted, the innovations must have appeared on the
French market since the last session of équipbaie métalexpo,
except in special cases at the discretion of the judges. Exhibitors
may present several products. The innovations must be shown
on the exhibitor’s stand.

Article 3 - Schedule

The closing date for applications to be sent and registration
completed is 17 September 2010.

Article 4 - Scope of the competition

The products presented must fall within the exhibition
categories: Solar Protection, Automatic Controls for Windows
and Doors, Transport, Machinery & Tools, IT, Joinery, Glass
Products, Shutters, Window & Door Hardware, Metalexpo.
Products demonstrating outstanding performance in one or
more of the following areas may compete for the awards:

e Safety/Security

¢ Energy Management

e Accessibility

e Health/Hygiene

e Environment

e Acoustics

e Fase of use

e Solar Protection

e Durability

e Implementation

e Design

e Other building functions

Article 5 - Honours

The judges make three supreme awards for the best all-round
products and reserve the right not to put hand the totality of the
prizes or to award others prizes exceptionaly.

Article 6 - Judging criteria

The awards are decided according to the following criteria:

e Technical performance with respect to one or more functions
e Degree of innovation

e Certification, adherence to regulations

e Cost, cost effectiveness

e Quality of the application and documentation provided to
the judges.

Article 7 - Registration procedure

In order for the registration to be processed, candidates must

send us their application with all necessary accompanying

material by the deadline set by the exhibition organisers,

as laid down in Article 3:

e The competition entry form duly completed

e Technical and/or sales documentation pertaining to the
product

e 1 x 300 dpi photograph in jpg format on CD-ROM + a print
of the same photograph bearing the same reference number

e Payment of the competition entry fee.

There must be one entry dossier per product presented.

Only complete dossiers will be processed. Dossiers are
non-returnable.

All documents must be in French. No translations will be
carried out by the organiser.

Article 8 - Authenticity

Applicants guarantee that the product they are entering is
genuinely innovative and that the launch date is as stated. They
also guarantee to provide only true and accurate information
to the judges and in particular to avoid any omissions or
inaccuracies that could result in an erroneous judgement.

In the event of a proven irregularity, the judges reserve the right
to withdraw a prize already awarded.

Applicants may present only products, solutions or systems
of their own manufacture or design and for which they are the
agent or distributor; in the latter case, they shall enclose with
their application a list of the brands for which they intend to
present products, solutions or systems.

Applicants guarantee that the products, solutions or systems
do not infringe the rights of any third party or that they have
obtained the necessary authorisations from such third parties.
The organiser accepts no liability in this respect.

Article 9 - Preselection

An initial preselection will be carried out by a member of the
panel and a representative from the exhibition organisers to
eliminate applications that do not fulfil the necessary criteria
(product already known, product launched before the previous
session, product not sufficiently innovative, product falling
outside the scope of the competition).

Fees will not be reimbursed for products that are disqualified
at this stage.
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Article 10 - The specialist panel

The products are judged by a panel made up of specialist
journalists and officials, representatives from professional
bodies and technical centres, as well as consultants, architects
and project managers.

The panel evaluates the products according to the information
provided in the entry dossier. If necessary the applicant will
be asked to provide any additional information required and
samples.

Each judge awards a series of marks to the products according
to clearly defined criteria. The first meeting is intended to
identify the products with the highest score and these form
the shortlist.

The specialist panel puts forward the best products to the
Grand Jury which then makes the supreme awards.

Article 11 - Grand jury

The grand jury, made up of industry figures chosen for their
experience and reputation, selects the products from the
shortlist put forward by the specialist panel that deserve a
supreme award or commendation.

The judges’ decision is final.
The judges and the exhibition organiser are bound not to
disclose the content of their deliberations.

Article 12 - Announcement of the winners

The exhibitors whose products have been shortlisted will
be notified after the specialist panel has made its decision
in october.

The winners will be announced at the awards ceremony which
will take place on the evening of 16 November 2010, to enable
the winners to promote their product on their stand and to the
trade press the following day.

Article 13 - Innovation Space

An Innovation Space at the heart of the show will display the
shortlisted and winning products.

The exhibitors promise to provide all elements needed by the
organizer further to the nomination of their products (sample of
the product, pictures...).

These last will also have to provide a sufficient number of
technical brochures which could be consulted on a display
stand to the attention of the visitors.

Article 14 - Conditions pertaining to use of
information

The participants agree to the images contained in any report
about the Performance Awards (photo/video) being used in any
publicity medium the organiser considers appropriate.

Any reference (for sales or advertising purposes) to an award
received as part of this competition must specify the exact title
of the competition and the year of the award.

Article 15 - Acceptance of the competition rules
Participation in the competition implies total acceptance of all
clauses of these competition rules; the terms and results are
not open to dispute.

The organiser reserves the option of changing the terms and
conditions of participation in the competition as well as the right
to curtail, defer or cancel the competition if circumstances so
require.

Article 16 - Intellectual property

The winners declare that they have not transferred or assigned
the intellectual property rights relating to their products,
solutions or systems.

They authorise Reed Expositions France to publish, in the
context of information and publicity associated with the
competition, their name, full contact details of their company,
the description of their products, solutions or systems they
themselves provided, without claim to any right or remuneration
whatsoever.

They authorise Reed Expositions France to take photographs
of their products, solutions or systems free of charge, and to
reproduce such photographs also free of charge in all sales
documentation or in any advertising medium.
